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Abstract

Primicerius notariorum Post from the Fourth to Sixth Centuries:
A Reading in the Fonctions of Chiefs of Administrative
Departments in Byzantine Court

Abstract

The history of governmental administration in the Byzantine
Empire forms a significant aspect of the history of Byzantine society.
Consequently, it is a fertile field that grasp the attention of many
historians, who studied the organization of administration in
Byzantium from different perspectives. The magnitude of their
interest is reflected in the abundance of thoughtful staid studies that
deal with the study of various aspects of the administration, politically
and civilly. In the midst of such studies, monitoring the cycle of
development and the change that affected the functions and positions
of that precise administrative organization remains a significant and
study-worthy dimension that contributes to the attempt to explain the
assorted stages of administrative development throughout the history
of the Byzantine Empire.

From this point of view, the research aims to shed light on the
office of the head of the notarioi, holding the title primicerius
notariorum, which is not tackled by any independent study - to the
best of the researcher’s knowledge.The researcher attempts to identify
the powers and primacy of its occupant within the imperial palace, and
track the evolution and change of his rank.

The current research is also concerned with monitoring the
relation between the rise and decline of the head of the notarioi and
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the arrangement of the functional hierarchy of his subordinates and
their position in the court. It also elucidates the impact of the political
state in the Byzantine society and its effect in changing the role and
influence of the chief of the notarioi. In addition, this research seeks to
answer a number of questions, including: What is the period for filling
this position? And what privileges did its occupant enjoy? And how
much money did he get? And what is the nature of the information
monitored by the available source evidence about tracking the actual
reality of the occupants of the position of the chief of the notarioi in
the court?
